David is coming clean about what he has
done and how he cannot overcome it without God’s help. David is turning himself in
to God. clean with himself and God. King David is right. He knows that sin doesn’t

disappear. He is confessing what he has done wrong and asking for forgiveness and new
direction. He knows he cannot go on with life without coming clean with himself and God.
King David is right. When we confess our faults, we get cleansed and purged. The dirt gets
washed away and we come out clean.

The good news is that when we confess our sin to God, we won’t get busted! We will be for-
given. We will get a new start, a clean slate, and receive pardon. God is not a lawman wanting to
slap the cuffs on us, or lock us up. God wants to set us free, to blot our transgressions, to wash us
and make us clean. To give us a new start.

Lent is the time to be honest, to take a moment to account for ourselves. It is the time to say" I know
my sin which is ever before me. I have done evil in your sight. Forgive me. God." God is waiting
for us to come forward and confess and start over. He is waiting to give us a new beginning. Now is
the time! The season of Lent is begins with Ash Wednesday worship at 7 on February 21. Join the
church family as we begin the most important season of change.
