Donegal Presbytery’s 275" Anniversary Celebration!:

Question: “What has bagpipes, banners, a multichurch choir, anthems, duets, a sernon and had its
origins 275 years ago?” Answer: “Donegal Presbytery’s 275" Anniversary Celebration!” On October
14™ 2007 1 had the privilege of representing Doe Run Presbyterian Church at this event. The celebration
was held at Hempfield Performing Ars Center on a beautiful Sunday afternoon out in Lancaster County.
I carried a Doe Run banner on stage during the opening ceremonies (accompanied by bagpipes) for Doe
Run with many other churches in the Presbytery. I was near the front of the line since Be Run was
among the oldest of the congregations there. A fellow banner bearer from a congregation in Lancaster
told us she had not only attended a similar event at the 25! anniversary but also the 223" anniversary as
well.

During the ceremony were a beautiful duet by students from Lincoln University, a performance by a choir
made up of members of many of the churches in the Presbytery, a skit highlighting some of the history of
the Presbytery, a presentation on Donegal Today, greetings by Dr. ThomasRobinson of the Snynod of the
Trinity and others, a reading of the Old Testament (in English and Spanish) and New Testament, hymns
an offering towards a mission project in Uganda and a sermon by Dr. Clifton Kirkpatrick, Stated Clerk of
the Presbyterian Church (USA).

I also bought a Prayer Booklet featuring the congregations of Donegal for the 275" anniversary and a
copy of Glimpses of the Past 1732 - 1982 from the 250™ anniversary. The latter has chapters by Marian
Stoner (“His Real People”) and Mervin J. Frye (“Those Peculiar Presbyterians’) and is quite interesting.
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What Every Church Member Should Know About Clergy!

When elected, the PNC (Pastor Nominating Committee) will study a book by this name by Rev. Robert
Kemper in order to welcome a new Pastor to Doe Run in 2008. Insights provided in this book will be

shared with the congregation through the monthly newsletter. (Credit for most summaries of this book go
to the 2006 PNC of Unionville Church.)

What is the Pastor/Congregation Relationship? The author reminds us that no two clergy are alike. They
come in all ages, genders and with a variety of gifts and experience. Many Pastors today come as second
career folk having spent years in other professions. No one Pastor will be giftedin every area of
ministerial work. A Pastor may have strengths in teaching and preaching but need coaching when it
comes to being an administrator of a church with boards and committees. No two churches are alike.
Each church has a unique personality ad history. The key to a healthy church is mutual trust, respect and
cooperation between the Pastor and the congregation. This healthy relationship must be developed over
time through mutual accountability and open communication. What do Ministers Do? First and

foremost, Pastors represent God and the church to their members and the community. This is 24hour a
day work. Their leadership is not from the top down but from the grass roots upward and is shared with
the laity. Clergy weekly preach the wordof God as they feel led by the Spirit. This is an awesome and
consuming challenge and to do it well each week, a Pastor must give up other competing activities. They
lead worship and perform weddings, funerals, and the Sacraments of Baptism and the Lord Supper
regularly. Clergy counsel people over personal problems and make referrals to professionals in the
community. They often teach classes on the Bible to different age groups in the church. They manage
the professional and lay staff of the church Clergy are community resources as well. The challenging
part of the life of the Pastor is that they do all the tasks simultaneously.
